
DROP CAMP HUNTING TRIP AGREEMENT


This Drop Camp Hunting Trip Agreement ("Agreement") is made on ________________, 20__ between ______________________ ("Hunter") and Tererro General Store and Riding Stables, Inc. ("Stables").  Hunter agrees to lease from Stables ________ horse(s), together with the necessary bridles, saddles, saddle blankets, pack saddles, panniers, ropes, hobbles, and other horse related equipment for a drop camp hunting trip into the Pecos Wilderness.   Hunter agrees to comply with all rules, regulations and laws governing hunting during this trip. There will be _____ additional hunters on this trip accompanying Hunter.  Hunter agrees to pay the sum of $____________ to Stables, includes tax and Forest Service Fee for the horses, horse equipment and wrangler for this trip.


Stables agree to provide _____ riding horses and _____ pack horses, together with all related horse equipment.  Stables will provide the horses, equipment and a wrangler to take hunters to their chosen camp location on ______________, 20__ and will pick up hunters on ______________, 20__ from this same camp.


Stables will not provide any hunting guide service for this trip and the location of the camp will be made solely by Hunter.  On Hunter's request, Stables will pack any game lawfully taken by Hunter or any of the additional hunters on this trip out from the camp. Hunter agrees to pay Stables the sum of $____________, includes tax and Forest Service Fee for each game animal that Stables packs out from the camp. Hunter is responsible for transporting the game from the place it is killed to the camp.

 
Hunter recognizes that the elevation in the Pecos Wilderness which may be encountered on the pack trip may range from 8,000 to over 12,000 feet above sea level.  Even in the middle of summer, temperatures may drop below freezing and rain, hail or snow may be encountered.  Hunter is responsible for bringing adequate warm clothing and rain gear.  There will not be any refunds on account of adverse weather or other termination of the trip.  Hunter recognizes that primitive conditions exist within the Pecos Wilderness and travel is limited to foot or horseback only.  There are no roads, homes, developed camp sites, telephones or related facilities.  The area is completely inaccessible and it may be a matter of many hours or even days before medical care can be secured.  Hunter represents that Hunter and all hunters accompanying Hunter do not have any medical conditions which would require any immediate care while on the trip.


Attached to this Agreement is a copy of a form of Horseback Riding Agreement which Hunter understands and recognizes must be signed by Hunter and all additional hunters on the trip before the start of the trip.


Hunter and Stables agree that all disputes and matters arising under, in connection with or incident to this Agreement shall be litigated, if at all, in and before a Court located in the State of New Mexico to the exclusion of the Courts of any other state or country. Hunter and Stables agree that the performance of this Agreement and all matters of interpretation and construction of this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of New Mexico. 


A 50% deposit ($________) is due no later than _______________, 20__ in order to reserve the trip. For those hunts in which licenses are issued only on the basis of a drawing, in the event that Hunter does not draw a license to hunt, Stables will refund the deposit if a copy of the Game and Fish notification is provided to Stables within twenty (20) days after the Game and Fish drawing. Payment in full is due on ___________, 20__ and failure to make full payment by that date will result in cancellation of the trip reservation and forfeiture of any deposit. Hunter agrees that there shall be no refund of any payments or deposits except as specifically provided in this paragraph.
