CHECKLIST FOR THE HUNTS 

Heavy Jacket/Sweater/Vest (Silent Materials)* 

1-2 Pair Wool/Camo Pants (Silent materials)

1-2 Pr. Undergarments - Long Underwear 

1-2 Heavy/Light Shirt Wool/Flannel/Camo (Silent materials)

3-4 Pairs Socks 

1 Pair Leather Boots (waterproof)

1 Pair Water proof pacs with 2 pair of liners (Optional)

2 pair of gloves (Light /Heavy)

Heavy Sleeping bag & Pillow case (to stuff with your coat for a pillow) NO PILLOWS

Camera, case & film *
Binoculars 

2 cell AA flashlight with Extra batteries 

Compass 

Light shoes (Tennis/ Hiking)

Gun & 20 rounds of ammo 

Day Pack (made of silent materials Carried in duffle bags on the way in.)
Medicines (aspirin/Pepto-Bismol etc.) Chap stick Emergency fire starting equip. 

Plastic 1 qt. H2O container / Thermos *
Sunglasses & sunscreen 

Good quality rain gear (Rain Suede silent type Camo color) *
Warm hat (water proof) 
 

Stocking hat 

Flagging tape 

Snow gaiters (made out of silent material / Optional)

Personal hygiene items 

Knife 

Towel & wash cloth 

Insect repellent (normally not needed on later hunts)

Small First-Aid Kit 

Hunting license & pen

Kleenex/Toilet paper (For the first day in) * 

Oil rag to clean gun off 

Rifle and Scabbard (If your rifle or scope is not standard size)*
Two military duffle bags (All gear except day gear must be packed in these 21”X 36”)

70 lb. baggage limit (2 Bags @ 35# Each)

Rain coat and jacket can be tied on top of the saddle bags.

Put your gear in a trash bag inside of the duffle bag for additional waterproofing. 
*day gear is all gear carried on your horse) this gear must fit in the saddle bags provided on your horse along with your lunch (12x12x4 inches).
