           

                Requirements for Packing

1. One hundred and fifty pounds (150 lbs) is the maximum weight per pack horse. 

2. All kitchen equipment and food will be packed in CARD BOARD BOXES measuring 12 inches in width, 20 inches in height, and 16 inches in length. We can pack two boxes per horse with these measurements. 

A. Citrus fruit boxes (orange, grapefruit, and lemon) will work well.  These cardboard boxes are available at most supper markets. APPLE BOXES DO NOT WORK.

3. Pack personal gear in duffle bags 21 inches by 36 inches – green military style. It is recommended that you pack all items inside a plastic garbage bag and then insert it into the duffle bag – this will insure that your personal gear stays dry in the event of rain etc. Bedrolls cannot be carried on saddle horses. They must be packed in duffle bags.

A. If the sizes in #2 are used we can pack a horse with three duffle bags. 

B. If the citrus boxes are used and two boxes packed to a side we can only pack one duffle bag on a horse. 

4. Boxes and duffle bags have to be weighed and marked. Boxes and bags need to be as equal to each other as possible. We need to balance the horse’s pack on each side. 

5. Tent poles, fishing rods, shovels, axes or any other equipment cannot exceed forty- (40) inches. 

6. Tables and chairs must be COMPLETELY collapsible and roll able. 

7. Jacket, raincoat, lunch, small camera, and other daily items may be carried on your horse in the saddlebags. (10 pounds Maximum) You may not carry a backpack while riding. The backpack can be packed on the pack horse for your use at camp.
